20TH ANNUAL KIRTAN SAMELAN RULES 
 

1. Each group will recite only one Shabad.  

2. The maximum time allotted for each Jatha will be 10 minutes. 

3. A panel of Judges will evaluate the performance and their decision is final. 

4. There are three age groups, a younger child can play in a older age group but 

one child can play only with one Jatha, otherwise points will be deducted. 

 Junior (6 to 12 years). A Child is not 13 years until the 13th birthday.  

 Senior (13 to 19 years)  

 College (20>Years as a full time college student) 

5. No written material will be allowed. 

6. Jathas are required to give the gist of the Shabad in Punjabi. 

7. The Jathas should sing the Shabad in the same raga as of the Shabad for no 

point deduction. They can recite the Shabad in another raga by naming the 

raga first, for a deduction of five points. 

8. There will be additional points awarded for playing instruments other than 

Harmonium and Tabla. Wind instruments like flute and clarinet etc. are not 

encouraged. 

9. Only Gurbani Kirtan will be Permitted. 
10. Each Gurudwara can send multiple Jathas for the same age group, provided 

each Jatha has minimum of 5 participants, without sharing participants 

among different Jathas. For a single Jatha a minimum of three participants 

are required.
